I am 

hands and feet for Christ, doing the work He has called me to do. 
I do all types of manual labor at the facilities and around the 

grounds (except major plumbing, electrical and structural con-

cerns). Some I do by myself and others I 

recruit other volunteers to help. In                  

February I had plans to build some major 

shelving units at the Springerville LHWC 

and was able to get assistance from some 

of my friends: Trampas from Lakeside 

(Foster Connect Ministry), Brad from 

Eager, and Frank and his adopted son, 

Rickey from Iowa. We had a wonderful, 

productive day. Brad taught 12-year-old 

Rickey how to use a staple gun and help 

with the woodworking. Then Ricky 

played with Trampasô son, Keaton and 

adopted Apache son, Geron. Rickey even rode home (50 miles 

back to Show Low) with Trampas and the boys and visited with 

them for a few more hours. 
The shelves were a blessing to the center! And serving the 

LHWC was a blessing to us,  a mixture of ages, races and       

cultures, working and fellowshipping together doing what Christ 

has called us to do: SERVE. 
As I reflected on the dayôs activities I recalled with sadness a 

conversation I had with a pastor many years ago. You see, this 

pastor wanted me to minister in a different way than SERVING. 

His comment was that I had been ñhands and feetò plus helping 

others with donations long enough and that I should minister in 

the way HE suggested. His final question was, "Do you want to 

do this for the rest of your life?ò  My answer was, ñYES, I will 

keep serving God in this manner until the Holy Spirit tells me 

differently. And I will be the best ñhands and feetò servant that I 

can be!ò 
Some seven years, later I am blessed to say that I am still called 

to be a ñhands and feetò servant by the Holy Spirit. That is not to 

say that He has not called me to do other things to which I       

respond with gladness. I have been a dorm parent at an Indian 

Mission School, given short messages at the Apache menôs 

lunch, written articles about scriptures, mentored five Apache 

young ladies as they attend school in Tucson, and even preached 

a message for the Calvary Church in Springerville one Sunday. I 

will do what He calls me to do, not what 

others think I should do.  

My point is this: If the Holy Spirit has 

called you to do something, do it whole 

heartedly. Donôt let anyone talk you into 

doing something else and remember that 

there are no menial tasks when serving God.

     The girls are given the opportunity to ask any question, raise any concern or make any com-

ment. When they do speak up, it is always in an open format with no condemnation, or punish-

ment because of a comment or question asked. Sometimes the girls ask serious questions or make 

personal comments about things that might seem inappropriate to some, but with us they get 

straight-forward and honest answers. 
     We are so blessed to say we have a pretty good and respectful relationship with the girls, their 

parents and the host families. God is so good!
