If you have read one (or both) of those books and disagree with me, I would be happy to      

discuss our differences and have scripture be our guide as to the accuracy of what is stated.  Just let me know. 

The past few months I have also had the opportunity to collect physical donations from our supporters. These  

donations have been sent to our pastor friends in Mexico and given to local organizations that help those in need 

such as; The Giving Tree, Hope Recovery Center, Salvation Army, Crisis Pregnancy Center, & Southwest Medi-

cal Aid.
